Tell us a little bit about yourself.
| turned 50 on April 30. | live in Appleton. | am a Sales Planning Team Leader for Kimberly Clark.

Tell me a bit about your religious life to this point.
Like many, my religious life has been a long journey with many curves. It has changed as I've grown older. |
grew up a fundamentalist Christian but my beliefs became less rigid in college; probably because | was ex-

posed to more diverse points of view and because | had the time to think about religion and discuss it with
others.

Interview with Jim, continued

In my early 30s, I'd say | still had a rather elitist religious life until our 13 month old daughter became se-
verely ill with lasting impact for the rest of her life. | suddenly became much more aware of and empa-
thized with the less fortunate and those in crisis. She is 19 now and | have spent most of the intervening
years very involved in my church with particular focus on children who fall outside "the norm". Eventually
| became a lay minister and was trained in compassionate listening and worship leading.

Why did you feel called to seminary? Has it changed your life?

| was called to seminary for two reasons. My lay ministry experiences seemed to call me to professional
ministry and the voluntary severance program at Kimberly Clark in 2009 woke me up to the fact that re-
tirement might be an option sooner than | had thought if KC offers it again in the future. | wanted to be
prepared to do something meaningful in the next phase of my professional life and seminary seemed the
best way to get there.

My seminary experiences have given me a huge shot of energy and a renewed enthusiasm for life. Be-
ing back in school with its academic rigor makes me mentally and emotionally feel like I'm in my 20s
again.

My particular program contains practical components alongside the course work and they have been
very transformative. Last year | mentored youth at Harbor House 8 hours a week. This was a new pro-
gram for them. They wanted an adult male to hang out with the kids, especially boys age 9+, to model
good behavior. The assumption was that boys coming from abusive homes rarely see positive male be-
havior up close. | really bonded with the kids and | believe Harbor House felt it was a very successful
program.

This year | am spending 8 hours a week working with the programs of my own congregation. | am an
advisor for the Lawrence University Unitarian Universalist student group, | have preached a number of
times, and have made several pastoral calls. All of these experiences make me more confident in my
ministry and help me understand where my growth edges lie. | believe it has made me a more confident
and effective person. Even my boss at work said one day, "l don't know what you are doing in those
classes, but | can see a difference."

Where are you going to seminary?

| attend seminary at Meadville Lombard Theological School in Chicago. Because | am a part time stu-
dent, | still live in Appleton and either take long distance classes or commute. | am just finishing the sec-
ond year of a six year program.

How does working with our Fellowship fit in with your goals and education?

Since my ultimate goal is to be a called minister for one of the currently lay led Fellowships in NE Wis-
consin, | feel your congregation is a great place to get started and see what that really means. Every
time | have visited your Fellowship | feel so welcome and a strong sense of energy and enthusi-

asm. You've made me want to be a part of it. Since | have this opportunity to spend quality time with
you over the next year and earn academic credit, I'm hoping | can help provide support to help your con-
gregation reach your goals. In the mean time, | get to learn what it’s really like and confirm my future
goal is the right one.

Flower Communion STEVENS POINT
UNITARIAN

The flower communion was created by Norbert Capek (1870-1942), who UNIVERSALIST
founded the Unitarian Church in Czechoslovakia. This special service had be-
come a symbolic ritual for UU churches around the world. Each person brings a FELLOWSHIP
flower of their choice. When you arrive place your flower in a large vase near
the front entrance. The significance of the flower communion is that as no two
flowers are alike, so no two people are alike, yet each has a contribution to
make. At the end of the service each person goes to the vase and takes a
flower other than the one that they had brought - thus symbolizing our shared
celebration in community. This communion of sharing is essential to a free peo-
ple of a free religion.
May 15 is our last service of the year. Summer services, typically held
monthly, will be announced soon.
